This is a day where we 
will have many teachings - though a variety of special guests, presenters and activities -  that 
will help us learn and complement our understanding of what a Treaty means and how we are 
all Treaty people. The students at our school have been learning about Treaties (this will be our 
second-year celebration of our learning).

Victory at Play takes place on Thursday, June 22nd . Our physical education teacher Mr. Pacag 
prepares and organizes outside movement activities for the whole school to engage in. 

Our Whole-School Field Trip to Assiniboine Park Zoo takes place on Friday, June 23rd. The day 
will be organized in two parts; for one part of the day students will participate in a zoo program 
and then for the other half of the day they will explore the zoo with their teacher.
